Minutes

Southern Section A&WMA Conference Call

June 9, 2011
PRESENT:
Julie Aslinger, Dallas Baker, Heather Ceron, Ron Farley, Shelley Forbes, John Hawkins, Richard Holland, Harriet Hudson, Mary Ann Keon, Benjamin Sessions, and Justice Manning.

The meeting was called to order by Mary Ann Keon at approximately 2:05 EDT.

There were no comments or objections to the consent agenda, and it was adopted as written (see attached).

TREASURER’S REPORT

Shelley provided the following financial summary during the call:

Mary Ann asked if the required non-profit forms had been submitted to the IRS yet.  Justice had offered to complete the forms and forward it to Shelley; however, he had not done so.  Justice indicated that he would have the updated forms to Shelley by June 20.  Mary Ann stated that she would like to have the forms submitted as soon as possible, preferably prior to the next call.  Justice agreed to update the forms as soon as possible, and provide drafts to Mary Ann, Ron, and Shelley for review.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
AL Chapter
Harriet Hudson provided the report for the Alabama Chapter.  Harriet stated that the Chapter Scholarship information had been sent to Universities, with a deadline for submittal of July 15, 2011.  The Alabama Chapter will be awarding two (2) $1,000 scholarships, with notifications being made to the winners by July 29, 2011.

The Alabama Chapter is planning a Dinner Meeting for its members on June 21, 2011.  A manager from the Division of Solid Waste Management, Phil Davis, will speak about the changes to coal fly ash regulations.  Please check the section website for more information.  They are also planning a regulatory update for October.

GA Chapter
Benjamin Sessions deferred providing an update for the Georgia Chapter until the discussion of the Section Meeting, which is being hosted by the Georgia Chapter.

MS Chapter
Dallas Baker provided the update for the Mississippi Chapter.  Dallas gave a summary of the Regulatory Update held in April at the Mississippi College School of Law.  He noted that the attendance was good (36 attendees).  The cost was $125 for members, and $150 for non-members.  He mentioned that a number of the attendees were attorneys, likely due to obtaining pre-approval for CLE credits.  This began a discussion of the process of obtaining pre-approval for CLE credits for Southern Section Meeting attendees, as well as providing CE credits for attendees.

Dallas stated that the Mississippi Chapter is planning another meeting for the fall, and they are currently considering their options.

Desiree Howell has resigned her post within the Mississippi Chapter – she is moving to Georgia.  Maya Rao will be taking her place.

E TN Chapter

Richard Holland provided a quick update on efforts to re-energize the East Tennessee Chapter.  He stated that the Tennessee Chamber of Commerce and Industry would be holding a permitting workshop and regulatory update in June, and that Chris Moore from Alcoa would attend and provide information about the Chapter in an effort to form a group to restart the Chapter.

W/M TN Chapter
Richard also spoke briefly about the Greenhouse Gas Permitting discussion sponsored by the Western and Middle Tennessee Chapter.  It was well attended and featured a presentation by Lacey Hardin, Chief Permit Writer for the Tennessee Division of Air Pollution Control.

Education

Justice provided an update on the scholarship applications.  At the time of the call, he had only received one application.  Application forms were sent to all student members, as well as several universities.  Justice stated that he obtained the university contact information from existing mailing lists and by searching online.  Mary Ann asked about using social media like Facebook and Twitter to get the word out about the scholarships.  Maybe ask student members to share the information via Facebook or Twitter.  It was noted that A&WMA Headquarters has both Facebook and Twitter accounts, and that some Chapters have also created Facebook pages.

Young Professionals

Benjamin Sessions had nothing new to report on young Professionals, as his time has been devoted to preparations for the Southern Section Conference.

Membership

Dallas provided an update on membership.  The International Membership Committee wants to focus on contacting non-members and lapsed members to ask what they are looking for from the Association.  They plan to survey as many people as possible and use the results to form a strategy for offering more of what people want through the Association.  See Consent Agenda for Section membership status.

OLD BUSINESS

Benjamin provided an update on preparations for the Annual Meeting.  The preliminary agenda has been released.  There are speakers available to fill all of the slots, but they had not finalized the agenda at the time of the call.  Benjamin solicited comments or suggestions from the Board members on additional topics and potential speakers.  Mary Ann provided some input regarding potential speakers on the subject of sustainability.  The topics of carbon sequestration, GHG reporting requirements, GHG permitting, and carbon trading or treatment were discussed.  Heather offered to provide updates on GHG permitting on behalf of EPA.  Additional topics of the new solid waste rules and non-hazardous material used for combustion were mentioned.  Justice suggested contacting Dwight Hinch as a presenter on solid waste topics.  There was discussion of ways to increase attendance at the meeting as well.

NEW BUSINESS
Chapter annual reports were due on June 3.  The links on the National website were not working at the time of the call.  No announcement has been made by the Association about the reports.  Justice offered to send a template and a copy of a previous report to Ron for distribution to the Chapters.  Ron stated that he plans to send a message to all Chapters regarding the need to submit the Chapter reports.

Special congratulations were offered to Justice who has been named an Honorary Member of A&WMA, and Benjamin who has been named an Outstanding Young Professional.


The meeting was adjourned at approximately 3:10 p.m. EDT.
