Minutes

Southern Section A&WMA Conference Call

April 7, 2011
PRESENT:

The meeting was called to order by Mary Ann Keon at approximately 2:05 EDT.

There were no comments or objections to the consent agenda, and it was adopted as written (see attached).

TREASURER’S REPORT

Shelley provided the following via email:

Shelley reported that the CD has matured and was rolled over at a rate of 0.4%.  Shelley checked current rates at other banks, and found this rate to be in line with similar 12-month CD’s.  

Justice asked Shelley if there is a second person listed on the checking account with the authority to sign checks if Shelley is indisposed.  Shelley stated that she believes Elizabeth Peeler (Keen) may still be listed on the account.  There was a brief discussion of other persons who might be added as signers to the account.  Shelley suggested Justice, as he is the most consistent member on the board.  Justice is willing to consider being added to the account, but suggested we hold off on making any decisions until we have more board members participating in the call.

Mary Ann asked what forms are required to be completed for the IRS by our chapter.  Shelley stated that we usually complete a Form 990EZ, which is for reporting income less than $25,000.  This form was completed last year, but the IRS requested the long form be completed, due to an issue with when our fiscal year begins.  Shelley drafted a letter and submitted it requesting that our fiscal year be changed in the system to prevent having to complete the long form in the future.  Shelley, Justice, and Ron worked on completing the long form for last year, but it has not been submitted yet. 

Mary Ann asked if Shelley needs the help of an accountant to complete the required forms, since the deadline for submittal is fast approaching.  Shelley stated that the information is almost complete.  Justice volunteered to help, and Shelley said she would send everything over to him for review and submittal.  Justice agreed to complete the long form for last year and submit it.  Shelley said she would complete the 990EZ form for this year, and submit it along with another letter requesting that our fiscal year be updated in the system.
