He specifically mentioned a Title V workshop that TDEC will be sponsoring in Knoxville on June 15, 2011.  This workshop is sponsored by the University of TN at Knoxville, the TN Chamber of Commerce and the industrial association within the State.  State speakers will be making presentations.  Richard and John agreed to do some follow-up on this possibility of getting a few minutes in the program for promoting the A&WMA and the E TN Chapter.
